Thisis the 2nd article of the series written by Rabbis Daniela Szuster and Rami Pavolotzky,
explaining various laws, customs, and rituals practiced in our synagogue during religious services.

TWO FEATURES OF THE AMIDAH
Rabbi Rami Pavolotzky

I ntroduction

The Amidah is the central prayer of the Jewish religious service. It isrecited threetimesaday on
common days, four times on festival days and on Shabbat, and five times on Y om Kippur. During the Mishnah
epoch it was known simply asha-tefillah, the prayer par excellence. It isso important that the prayers recited
before the Amidah are considered just a preparation for it.

There is much to say about the Amidah, but I will confine myself to answer two basic questions.  Why
do we stand up to say the Amidah and why do we recite the Amidah in silence?

1) Why do we stand up to recite the Amidah?

Amidah, in Hebrew, literally means“to stand up”. Traditionally, theAmidah isthe moment when
people stand up to speak with their creator. The person praying the Amidah is compared to a lave speaking
with his master, or a subject addressing hisking. To stand up isasign of respect to G-d, and also an image
expressing the devotion with which the Amidah should be recited.

Not only must we stand up to say the Amidah, but ideally we should stand with our feet together
(Orach Haim 95:1) since, according to pious Jews, that is the position adopted by angels when they pray to G-
d, forwhomitiswritten: “their feet werestraight feet” (Ezequiel 1.:7).

2) Why isthe Amidah recited in silence?

One of the best known prayers that appear in the Tanakh is the one Hannah says begging over her
barrenness: “only her lipsmoved, but her voice could not be heard” (Samuel | 1:13). The Taimud sages state
about thisverse: “‘hencewelearn that whoever prays(the Amidah) must move hislips, but hisvoice must not
beheard. Thatiswhy itisprohibited to pray (theAmidah) a oud” (Berachot 31a).

TheAmidahisconsidered anintimate moment of dialoguewith G-d, and since “Heisthe Onethat
knowshow tolistento aperson’sheart”, saying theAmidah aloud isconsidered by tradition asasign of scant
faith. Sincerely faithful people address G-d in an undertone, knowing He listens to what they have in their
hearts.

May G-d grant us the capacity of transforming the moment in which we recite the Amidah into moments
of devotion and good faith. That we may stand up in thanks and supplication, speaking from our hearts.

Most importantly for me, were the times | spent with people from the Central American and Caribbean
areasthat | have come to know and count as my close friends and partners. We talked together, planned
together, danced together, and joined together as one community.

Rabbi Mordechai Kaplan, who was the founder of the Reconstructionist movement, wrote a book
called Judaism as a Civilization. In that book he states that the significant reason for our long history and the
certainty of our future, are our tiesto Isragl, the nation, and the fact that we have built acivilization out of the
seeds of religious belief. 1 would add that our disbursement in the far corners of the world, assures that we will
survive and thrive for many centuries to come.

TSUNAMI UPDATE

In the aftermath of the Indian Ocean tsunami which claimed more than 200,000 lives across Asia and Africa, we
appealed to our congregation to reach out to assist those in need, and to do our share to promote tikkun olam, the repair
of abroken world. To facilitate the process, we contacted the Thai Jewish community, asked how they planned to help, and
offered to join them in their efforts.

Our friendsin Thailand informed usthat they had chosen to donateto the King’s Foundation, the most well-known and
highly respected charitable organization in the country. Known in Thai as The Rajaprajanugroh Foundation under Royal
Patronage, the organization has the following objectives:

e To give necessary assistance to deprived children whose families were victims of storm disaster in the southern
part of Thailand during October 1962 (Laem Talumpuk, Pak Phanang District, Nakon Si Thammarat Province).

e To help relieve victims of any disaster in Thailand when the government budget is not available or in case of
emergency.

e Torender assistance to the people who suffer from other problems and difficulties as considered appropriate and
approved by the executive committee, with the endorsement of the president of the foundation.

The foundation announced that resources obtained for relief activities in this current disaster would be channeled
towards providing tsunami orphans with education and appropriate care.

We were joined in the fund-raising effort by Congregation Beth Israel of Aruba. All told, 17 families and/or individuals
—11fromB’nei Israel and six from Beth I srael — contributed, for atotal of $4,500. To all who participated, we say kol ha-
kavod, and thank you.

January 27-30, 2005
